Tonight the choir will sing the Missa Misericordias Domini by
Joseph Gabriel Rheinberger (1839-1901) the Sortie will be Incantation pour un jour Saint by
Jean Langlais (1907-1991).

The Paschal Vigil is the celebration of the whole mystery of redemption. It belongs to Passiontide and

to Eastertide, and the change from one to the other is worked out during the course of the service. It

falls into four main parts:

The Service of Light. This consists of the Blessing of the New Fire, the Blessing and Lighting of the
Paschal Candle, the Entry into the church and the Paschal Proclamation [or Exultet]. The theme of
light links both the Creation and the Resurrection and looks forward to the Second Coming - “Blessed
are those servants whom the Master finds awake when he comes.” [Luke '2: 37]

The Vigil of Readings. In the light of the Risen Christ, we listen again to the story of the Creation,
the liberation of God’s people from slavery and the promise of further redemption.' The Gloria
returns, and the jubilant fanfare which heralds this, as well as the Alleluia following St Paul’s teaching
on baptism, prepare us for the Gospel of the Resurrection, with which this section concludes:

The Liturgy of Initiation. The triumph of Christ becomes the triumph of the individual Christian

in Baptism, when we become members of his Body, the Church. On this night the Church welcomes
new members in baptism and, in so doing, we renew our own baptismal commitment to Christ.
The First Eucharist of Easter. The early Church expected that the Second Coming of Christ
would occur during the night of Easter - “Behold the Bridegroom: come out to meet him [Matt 25:6]
and when this ceased to be a literal expectation the Easter liturgy provided the means by which, in
the sacramental forms of bread and wine, Christians encounter their Risen Lord as they await his
final coming in glory.

Holy Gospel: Matthew 28.1-10
After the Sabbath, as the first day of the week was dawning, Mary Magdalene and the
other Mary went to see the tomb. And suddenly there was a great earthquake, for an
angel of the Lord, descending from heaven, came and rolled back the stone and sat on it.
His appearance was like lightning and his clothing white as snow. For fear of him the
guards shook and became like dead men. But the angel said to the women, “Do not be
afraid, for | know that you are looking for Jesus who was crucified. He is not here, for he
has been raised, as he said. Come, see the place where he lay. Then go quickly and tell his
disciples, ‘He has been raised from the dead, and indeed he is going ahead of you to
Galilee; there you will see him.”

Renewal of Baptism Vows
Dear friends, through the paschal mystery we have been buried with Christ in baptism, so
that we may rise with him to new life. Now that we have completed our Lenten
observance, let us renew the promises we made in baptism when we rejected Satan and
his works, and promised to serve God faithfully in his holy catholic Church.



Therefore | ask these questions:

Do you turn to Christ? I turn to Christ / Oui, je m’y tourne.
Do you repent of your sins? | repent of my sins / Oui, je m’en repens
Do you renounce evil? | renounce evil / Oui, j’y renonce

And now | ask you to make the profession of Christian faith into which you were
baptised, and in which you live and grow.

Do you believe and trust in God the Father, who made the world?
I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and earth.

Do you believe and trust in his Son Jesus Christ, who redeemed all people?
I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord.

He was conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit

and born of the Virgin Mary.

He suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died,

and was buried. He descended to the dead.

On the third day he rose again. He ascended into heaven,

and is seated at the right hand of the Father.

He will come again to judge the living and the dead.

Do you believe and trust in his Holy Spirit, who gives life to the people of God?
I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church,

the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins,

the resurrection of the body, and life everlasting. Amen.

The priest sprinkles the people with water from the font and the choir sings Vidi aquam (REH 661).

The Liturgy of the Sacrament
Peace

were they glad when they saw the Lord, Alleluia!

We are invited to give one another a sign of peace. The hymn at the Preparation of the Table
follows (REH 387) :

Thou alone, our strong defender,
Liftest up thy people’s head.

Here our humblest homage pay we;
Here in loving reverence bow;

The celebrant praises God for his mighty acts in the Preface and the Choir sings the Sanctus and
Benedictus.

Holy, holy, holy Lord God of hosts, heaven and earth are full of thy glory. Glory be to Thee, O
Lord most high. Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord. Hosanna in the highest.

The prayer continues until the Proclamation of Faith
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Christ has died. Christis ri-sen. Christ will come a-gain.

At the end of the prayer we all respond <
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By whom and with whom and in whom: A-men.
