A warm welcome to St George’s worship this week—online or in person. There is no choir so we will 

use the congregational setting of the Eucharist by John Merbecke (c.1510-c.1585).(REH 684)  Born 

in Yorkshire Merbecke was tried for heresy under Henry VIII but pardoned by Bishop Stephen 

Gardener because ‘he was only a musician’. He set the liturgy of the Book of Common Prayer to 

semi-rhythmical melodies partly adapted from Gregorian chant and his music was rediscovered in the 

late 19th century.

Amen 
 

Liturgy of the Word 
Sunday School leave for their age appropriate activities.

Who has measured the waters in the hollow of his hand and marked off the heavens with 

a span, enclosed the dust of the earth in a measure, and weighed the mountains in scales 

and the hills in a balance? Who has directed the spirit of the Lord, or as his counsellor 

has instructed him? Whom did he consult for his enlightenment, and who taught him the 

path of justice? Who taught him knowledge, and showed him the way of understanding? 

Even the nations are like a drop from a bucket, and are accounted as dust on the scales;  

see, he takes up the isles like fine dust. Lebanon would not provide fuel enough, nor are 

its animals enough for a burnt-offering.
